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STRUCTURE OF SALARIES
AND WAGES, 1961

Each bar in each graph represents the number of persons

in the indicated earnings category,

of the total number of earners whose salaries and wages were
reported, for the designated territorial unit.

Data on which the graphs are based are for persons 15 years
of age and over who worked for others, and whose salaries
and wages were reported for the year ending June 1, 1961.
Approximately 79% of the Experienced Labour Force qualifies
under these terms, and are represented in the graphs. The
residual is accounted for by about 940,000 self-employed
and about 268,000 persons who worked for others but whose
salaries and wages were not reported.

Median Earnings: 50% of the earners earn more and 50%
earn less than the median values entered for each graph.
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
