Each bar in the profiles represents an occupational category expressed as a
percentage of the total experienced labour force of the country for the particular
year. The percentage figure adjoining each barincludes the female component.

By showing a sequence of profiles for census years, changes in the occupa-
tional structure of the labour force are depicted. The information available did
not include data for the Yukon and Northwest Territories, and, since Newfound-
land did not join Canada until 1949 its labour force is taken into account only for
1951 and 1961,

In 1961, the Dominion Bureau of Statistics' classification of occupations
was changed, and the new classification has not been applied to statistics prior to
1951. There are therefore two sets of profiles: one for 1951 and 1961 according to
the 1961 classification; and one from 1901 to 1961 according to the earlier
classification.
