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AVERAGE ANNUAL POTENTIAL
EVAPOTRANSPIRATION
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Potential Evapotranspiration: The potential water loss
by evaporation and transpiration from ground and
plant surfaces where there is a continuous vegeta-
tion cover and sufficient soil moisture for plant use.

Values on the map are in inches.
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AVERAGE ANNUAL WATER DEFICIT
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Water Deficit: The amount by which precipitation
and soil moisture, during parts of the growing season,
fail to supply sufficient water for theoretically full
plant growth. Occurences of deficits in Canada in-
dicate areas in which there are degrees of seasonal
aridity.

Degree-days above 42°F
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Growing Season: Number of days with an average
temperature over 42°F (5.6°C).

Degree - Days: The number of degrees above 42°F
accumulated for all days of the growing season.
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
